On August 31, 2023, the City of Albany Community Development Director granted APPROVAL WITH
CONDITIONS of the application referenced above.

The City based its decision on the project’s conformance with the review criteria listed in the Albany
Development Code.

This notice of decision is mailed to the property owner, applicant, any person who submitted written comments
in accordance with Albany Development Code (ADC) 1.230(3)(d), and all persons and agencies entitled to
notice pursuant to ADC 1.230(3)(a). All person entitled to notice of the decision may appeal the decision within
14 days in accordance with ADC 1.410, and that issues, which may provide the basis for an appeal, must be
raised in writing with sufficient specificity to enable the applicant and local appeal body to respond to the issue.

A person who is mailed written notice of the decision cannot appeal the decision directly to the state Land Use
Board of Appeals under ORS 197.830. The decision will not become final until the period for filing a local
appeal has expired.

Conditions of Approval

Condition 1 At the conclusion of the proposed project, the following documentation shall be submitted to
the Community Development Department:

a) As-built drawings with elevations provided; and

b) Letter from the Engineer of Record who is licensed in the state of Oregon, stating the fill
was placed in accordance with the signed plans.

Condition 2 The applicant must include a detailed storm drainage plan with building permit submittal. The
drainage plan shall show how the roof drainage from the proposed structure will be discharged
to a point approved by the Engineering Department.

Condition 3 Prior to the issuance of an Erosion Protection and Soil Control (EPSC) permit, the grading
plan shall be submitted for review and approved to ensure building pads have a drainage
gradient of two percent toward approved drainage facilities, unless waived by the Building
Official or designee.

Condition 3 Development shall occur consistent with the plans and studies submitted by the applicant and
shall comply with all applicable state, federal, and local laws.

The issuance of this permit by the City of Albany does not eliminate the need for compliance with
other federal, state, or local regulations. It is the applicant’s responsibility to contact other federal,
state, or local agencies or departments to assure compliance with all applicable regulations.
