VHEHRAB, by Resolution No. 34, of the City of Albany, Oregon, adopted by
the Counoil April 14, 19268, it was ordered that a lateral sewer be constructed,
beginning at the manhole in the Oak Strset Trunk Sewer, between Sixth and Sev-
enth Streets, and running thance easterly through Blook 3 and into Block 6 in
Hackleman's Hairs' First Addition to the City of Albany, Oregon, a distance of
374 feet, Sy laying an eight inoh sewer pipe, in accordance with the plans and
lzcoifioationn of Charies H, “eonard, Engineer for said sewer, filed in the of~-
fice of the Recorder of said City on the 14th day of April, 1926, and

WHREREAS, it was provided by ordinance that the Hecorder of the City of
Albany give notice for bids for the making of eaid improvement, in the manner
provided by law and by sald ordinance, and

WHRRRAS, after due notice and advertisement for bids made and given by
the Recorder of said City of Albany, Oregon, according to said ordinance, on
the 26th day of May, 1926, U.G,Hayne presented his bid to the Council of said
City for the making of said improvement, which said bid was wade in due form
and in oonformity with all the conditions imposed by law and by said ordinance,
by which bid the said U.G.Hayne proposed to furnish all material and implements.
and perform all the labor necessary to make the above descrided improvement,
for the sum of $407,50, and

WHRERRAS,U.G,Hayne was the lowest bidder for said proposed work, and said
bid was the lowest and best bid therefor,

THRREFORZ, THR PXOPLE OF TH! CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOVS:

8ection 1. That the bid of said U,G,Hayne for said improvement be and the
same is hereby accepted, and the =ayor and Recorder of the City of Albany are
hereby authorized and directed to enter into a contract in writing with the said
V.G, Hayne for the making of eaid improvement ae aforesaid on behalf of th: City
of Albany, Oregon, and upon the terms and conditions in said ordiaance, adver-
tiseoent and bid hereinabove mentioned, Said contract shall provide that tle work
on said sever shall commence within ten (10) days after the signing of such con-
tract, and shall be prosecutad with such vigor that all the work embraced in eaid
contract shall be entirely completed on or before the lst day of July, 1926, and k
the City of Albany shall be deemed to suffer danages to the extent of FIVE DOL®
I.A.RSJif 4(22.00) per day for each and every day the work is delayed veyond said spec=

8aid contract shall further provide that the said U.G.,Hayne shall promptly
as due make payment to all persons eupplying to him labor and material for the
{rououtton of the hereinabdve desctived work, snd that he shall not permit any
ien or claim to be filed or prosecuted against the City of Albany for, or on
acoount of, any labor or material furnished on account of said work,

8aid U,0.Hayne shall furnieh a bond in the sum of $WO HULDFXD FPIPTY [
($250,00) DOLLARS, with x00d and sufficieat surety theraon, to be npproved by
the Mayor of the City of Alvany, Oregon, to secure the faithful performance
of all the obligations of such contract on the part of the said U,G,Hayne,
and particularly on account of any 1ien or claim for labor or material furne
ished on the part of any person arising out of such contract.

S8ection 2, Whereas, the peace, health and safety of the people of the
City of Albany demand that this ordinance should becowme irmumediately effective,
thereby an emergency i: heroby declared to exist, and this osrdinance sha 1l be
in full force and effect immediately upon its final passage by the Council and
ites approval by the Mayor,
