A BILL FOR:

AN ORDINANCE providing for the time and manner of im-
proving COLULBUS STREST from the south line of Pacific Highway to the
north line of the Gantiam Road and that portion of FRADIEY STEEET ade
Jacent to Columbus Street lying between the Santiam Road and Pacific
Highway in the City of Albany, Oregon, providing how ths ocost of such
improvement shall be paid, the penalty or damage to the City of Albany
by the person or persons makine such improvenent if the same shall not
be completed on the time agreed upon, and the giving of a good and suf-
ficient band for the faithful performance of the work of suoh improve-
ment, and providing for the giving by the Recorder of said City of
notice for bids for the completion of said improvement.

THE PECPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLO”S:

Section 1. That Columbus Strest from the south line of
Pacific Highway to the north line of the Santiam Road and that portion
of Bradley Street adjacent to Columbus Street lying between the Santiam
Road and Pacific Highway, be improved in the following manner, to=wit:

l. By installing conorete ocurbs and gutters.
2. By installing a proper drainage system.

Said improvement shall bs made in accordance with the
Charter and Ordinances of the City of Albany, Oregon, and the plans,
specifications and estimates of “Walter . Larsen, Engineer, for the
improvement of said street filed in the office of the Recorder of said
City of Albany on the 9th day of April, 1947.

The cost of the making of said improvement shall be paid
out of the funds to be collscted and arising upon and out of the assess-
ments hereafter to be made, ascartained and declared by the Council of
the City of Albany on the lots and parts of lota adjacent to said pore
tion of said street so to be improved as hereinabove desoribed and es-
pecially and particularly benefited thereby, as provided by the Charter
of sald City of Albany.

Said improvement shall be completed by the 3lst day of

Ootober, 1947.

All bids for the making of sald improvement deemed un-
reasonable by the Council may be rejected.

Any parson, fimm or corporation with whom any contract
may be entered into by the City of Albany for the making of said improve-
ment shall, befaors commsncing said improvement and at the time of signing
such ‘contract, make, exscute and deliver to seld City a good and suffic-
ient bond with sufficient surety thereon to be approved by the layor of
the City of Albany in a sum equal to fifty per cent of the amount to be
pald under such coptract for the faithful performance thereof.

8sction 2. If the person, fimm or corporation entering
into any ocontract with the City of Albany to make said improvement shall
pot complete the same within the time mentioned and specified in such
gontract the City of Alvany shall ba deemed to suffer damages on account
thereof in the emount or“gzs.oo per day for each and every day the com-
pleticn of sald work is delayed heyond the tire stated in such contract,
which amcunt shall bs paid by such contractor doing the work at the com-
pletion thereof unlesus the time of the completion of said improvement be
extended by the Counoil,

Section 3. The Recorder of the City of Albany is hereby
ordered and directed to immediately sive proper notice for bids for mak-
ing of said improvement by publishing such notice ten days in the Albany
Demosrat-~Herald, a newspaper of general circulation published in the City
of Albany, fully doseribing in said notice the time and manner of doling
said work of improving said portion of said street.
