Anyfurther referencetotheagreement datedNay9, Z984 shallinclude thefollowing provfsions:l. Theproject scopewill be expanded totnclude designand Installationofawater 11ne, sewer 11neconnections, andlandscaping.2, State shallperform thefield surveyand advertise-letandaward thecontract.3. State shallfurntshallconstruction engineering, matertel testing, technical Inspectionand projectmanager servicesfor administrationoftheproject. Citycan inspectthe tnstallatfonat theirown cost, however, allcommunications tothe contractormustgothrough theState'sproject managerorhtsdisigner,4. City shallperformallwork necessarytoproducefinal designplans andspecifications.5. State shallreviewa~dapproveofall plansandspecificationspreparedbyCtty.6. Anyfteldchangestntheplansandspecifications must gothroughthe Statechange orderprocess andmustbeaperoved



7. City shall pay 100 percent of the costs associated with
the installation of the water line, and sewer line con-

nections including any unforseen costs such as extra

trench excavation.

City shall, upon bid opening, forward to State an advance deposit
equal to the actual bid amount for the water line and sewer line

connections, currently estimated to be $200,000. Upon completion of
the project and receipt from State of an itemized statement of the

actual total cost of the project, City shall pay any amount which,
when added to City's advance depos.it, will equal 100 percent of the
total cost of the project, Any portion of said advance deposit which
is in excess of the total project cost will be refunded or released to

City.
