
ORDINANCE NO. 1719

A BILL FOR: 
AN ORDINANCE authorizinz a loan for a term of years, providing for the manner

of issuing bonds therefor, and the time and manner of paying the same, and authorizing
the sale they-30f, for the purpose of providing funds for the construction of main sewers
in the City of Albany, Cregon, and declaring an emergency. 

IMRSAS, the Lavor and Council of the City of Albany, Cregon, have deemed it

expedient and necessary to cor: struet main sewers in said city as follows; 

Beginning at the manhole on the Geary St, trunk sewer at the intersection of

Geary and 7lillametta ;; ts. in the City of Albany, Cregon, and running thence
easterly on Willamette St. to Columbus St., thence Southerly along Columbus
Street to a point near the south line of the new Pacific Highway, a total

distance of 3800 feet, and with branch main sew-4r lines extending from a
p& int cn said Highway and running thence easterly along said Highway a distance
of 660 feet; also a branch of said main line beginning st the point where the
same terminates at the new Pacific Highway and running thence westerly along
said hit_nway a distance of b70 feet; also ti3ginning at the point where said
main se-wer ter= inates at the new Pacific Highway and running easterly along
said highway a distance of 1270 feet,

From the north line of the Southern Pacific Railroad on 6th and mill Sts. and

running southerly on Hill St. 2390 feet, thence easterly 655 ft. to , herman and

Hackleman Sts., thence southerly diagonally across Shermea 3t. 170 feet. Also, a

branch main beginning at the intersection of Hill and Hackleman Sts. and running
westerly along hackleman St. 1185 feet to the east line of Block 6 in Hackleman s

Sunrise Addition to Albany, Oregon. 

Also, beginning 3t the manhole at the junction of the Montgomery St. and the
12th St. sewers and running southerl:, 1200 f) et, also beginning at its intersection
with the center line of Block 2 in Bacons Addition to the City of Albany, and
running thence easterly 900 feet to the center line of Block 4 in Hacklements
Sunrise Addition. 

Also, from the intersection of Fifth and Geary Sts., eastarly to the southeast
corner of Lot 9 in Block 1, Bryant' s Addition and main beginning near the north- 
west corner of Lot b in St. James Park Addition and runr. ink, easterly to a point
north of the center line of Lot 4, St. James Park Addition. 

That said sewers are to be constructed according to the plans and specifications
therefor, now on file in the office of the Recorder of the City of Albany. 

WHEREAS, the L;ayor and Council pursuant to Ordinance No. 1657 of said City duly
adopted November 14, 1945, have entered Into a contract wit? Leonard d. Slate, Cregon

Ltd., for the construction of that portion of said sewers herein first above described
at end for the agreed contract price of Twenty- six Thousand Four Hundred Forty- two and
Fifty nundradths Dollars ( J26, 442. 50,) and

MIEREAS, the L: ayor and Council of said city, under and pursuant to Ordinance No. 
1708 adopted Eay 22, 1946 have entered into a contract with R. L. Colbert for the

construction of the remaining sewers hereinabove described at and for the agreed contract
price of Twenty- nine Thousand Forty- nine and Thirty hundredths Dollars ($ 29, 049. 30), and

Wiix'MS, the -. tire coat of the construction of said sewers herelnebove described

as per the two contracts nereinabuve rafarred to, in the ergregate sum of Fifty- five
Thousand Four Hundred Ninety- one and nighty hundredths Dollars ( 155, 491. 80), 

7M REAS, it is necessary, expedient, and desirable to issue the general obligation

bonds of the City of Albany, Cregon, for the purpose of financing the cost of constructing
the above mentioned main sewers in accordance wi. h the ordinances aforesaid and the plans
and specifications therefor,

THFREFOPS, ME P. OFLS OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLO.' S: 

Sriction 1. That in order to finance the cost of the construction of main

sewers in the City of Albany, Oregon, described as follows: 

Beginning at the manhole on the Geary Street trunk sewer at the intersection of
Geary and Vlilamette Streets in the City of Albany, Cregon, and running thence
easterly on Willamette 6trest to Columbus Street, thence southerly along
Columbus 6tre, et to a point near tha youth line of the new Pacific Highway, a

total distance of 3800 f- et, and with branch main sewer lines extending from a
point of said main sewer where the same intersects the old Pacific Highway and
extending westerly therefrom along; said old Pacific highway a distance of 560 feet; 
also teginning at said point on said 1Tighway and running thence easterly along
said hie{ hway a distance of 6 0 fart; also a branch of said main line beginning at
the point where the same terminates at the new Pacific nighway where the same
tarmir.at, is at the new Facific lii„ hway and runninft thence westerly along said HIrAway
a distance of 00 feet; also beginning - at the point where said main sewer term- 
inates at the new iacifie Highway and running easterly along said Highway a distance
of 1270 feats
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From the north line of the Southern Pacific Railroad on 6th and Hill Sts. 
and running southerly on Fill St. 2390 feet, thence easterly 655 feet to
Sherman and hackleman Sts., thence southerly diagonally across Sherman St. 
170 feet. Also, a branch main neuinning at the intersection of bill and
Hackleman Sts. and running westerly along hackleman St. 1185 feet to the
east line of Block 6 in Heckleman' s Sunrist Addition to Albany, Oregonl

Also, beginning tit the manhole at the junction of the Montgomery St. and
the 12th St. sewers and runnir. g southerly 1200 feet, also beginning at
its intersection with the center lire of Block 2 in Bacon' s addition to
the City of Altany, and running thence east-, rly 900 feet to the center
line of block 4 in Hackleman' s Sunrise Addition. 

Also, from the intersection of Fifth and Geary Sts., easterly to the
south- ast corner of Lot 9 in Block 1, Bryant' s Addition and main begin.. 
ing near the north west corner of Lot 6 in St. James Park Addition and

running easterly to a point north of the center line of Lot 4, St. James

Park Addition. 

There shall be issued the general obligation negotiable interest bearing bonds of
the City of Albany, Oregon, in the sum of Fifty- five Thousand Four Hundred Ninety- 
one and Eighty hundredths Dollars ( r55s491. 80). That said bonds shall be issued in
denominations of One Thousand Dollars 1$ 1000), except one of such bonds shall be in

the denomination of Four hundred Ninety- one and r:it?hty hundredths Dollars ($ 491. 80), 
and said bonds shall be numbered one ( 1) to fifty- six ( 56) inclusive. Said bond to

be issued in the sum of Four '.: undred Ia nety- one and Eighty hundredths Dollars ($ 491. 80) 

to be numbered fifty- six ( 56); provided, however, that the City of Altany, Oregon, may
after five ( 5) years fro* the data hereof or at any interest paying date thereafter, 
redeem these bonds upon notice of intention so to do being published once each week
for four ( 4) successive v,; eks in a newslaper published in the city of Albany, Linn

County, Oregon, that Ripon said date not less than three months from the date of the

first publication of said notice, said City intends to redeem and pay said bond or
bonds, stating the number thereof.
